The roller is pressurised pneuma-
tically and clamps the material against the sign. This permits complete control 
over positioning.

RollsRoller is fully assembled at the factory, so when your applicator is delive-
red it will improve your pro�tability from day one.

Choosing the right RollsRoller

RollsRoller 540 – our most popular model
The model we developed to meet most customer needs is the 
RollsRoller 540/170 (see photo). It has a length of 540 centime-
tres and width of 170 centimetres.

If you produce large signs and have plenty of space you 
may also want to consider the RollsRoller 540/220, 605/170 or 
1080/170.

To ensure that everyone can find the right RollsRoller for their 
needs, we produce several standard models. The main diffe-
rence between them is the size of the applicator bed.

You should base your choice of RollsRoller on your needs:
• Which sizes of signs do you mostly produce?

• Which media widths do you use?
• What width do you get from your plotter or printer?
• How do you expect your needs to change in the future?

Based on your answers to these questions you should be 
able to find the right RollsRoller. Start with the media width 
and sign width, then the length.

RollsRoller 400 – where space is limited
The RollsRoller 400/170 (see photo) is a shorter version of our 
most popular model. It is ideal for customers who have limited 
space.

If you produce smaller signs and do not require such a large 
working area, there is also the RollsRoller 400/150.

RollsRoller 280 – for smaller signs
Naturally there is little point in buying a larger model than you 
need. If you produce smaller signs then the RollsRoller 280/145 
may be all you need.

A version is also available with a non-illuminated MDF bed 
instead of the glass bed: the RollsRoller 280 MDF.
